The Cley Room is a carpeted, comfortable and pleasant room
that would be ideal for smaller fitness classes and groups as well
as being suitable for meetings, conferences and presentations
since it is equipped with a Smart LG TV that can be hired for an
additional cost. The Smart LG TV is a great way to give
presentations, show videos and connect to online and hybrid
meetings.

The Cley Room is a slightly elevated room that is accessed via
three steps or a platform lift.




The Copheap room is a versatile
space that is an ideal area for
training sessions, conferences and
team meetings as it is equipped
with a projector, screen and
speakers which can be hired for an
additional cost.

With the Arn room next to
the kitchen and bar and the Copheap room equipped with a projector
and screen, the Civic Centre can be the perfect space for larger group
dinners, social gatherings and training sessions.
